Thank you to our race stewards for all their hard work making sure the race weekends stay on schedule and that everyone stays safe. The Steward Team is in charge of all Racing Operations. They work alongside the Board to execute each race weekend. 

What is Racing Operations?  A list of some of our tasks:
Conduct Rider Meetings each morning. This is a safety meeting and required attendance for racers.  
It is our job to write and execute the weekend race schedule.  
We are the people in Race Control that are deciding everything from Calls to Grid, opening the track, Red Flags, Protests, and everything in-between. We coordinate with BIR any needs we have, such as heavy equipment, security, or additional medical services. 
Document retention: We review and store all weekend race documents, such as grid sheets, race results, incident reports, crash cards, and minor releases. We also complete and send the required AMA documentation after each weekend.  
The buck stops with us. We are responsible for everyone's safety during the race weekend. This includes racers, workers, and spectators. 
How can racers help keep the weekend running smooth?
Be on time, better yet early, for the morning Rider meeting. Starting even 5 minutes late rushes everyone to open and get on the track on time.
Pay attention during the Rider meeting. It's amazing how many questions get asked that were already covered.
Know your grid position before arriving at Pit Zero. Looking up your grid position after the 4-min board and bikes are on course slows down our pace, as well as keeps others waiting on the grid for you to arrive. 
Go to your assigned grid spot - It takes time for the Grid Marshalls to move bikes around, especially as tires cool off.
If you have a question or concern, please come to Race Control and talk with us! If we're working an incident, we'll ask you to wait.
Safety is our #1 priority. Every decision we make is governed by safety and fairness.

We had 25 teams participate in this year’s Jed Copham Memorial Team Challenge.  The Team Challenge Race was run on the Competition course configuration.

In the mid-2000s', we were coming off of the Colonel era. The Colonel didn't care about racing or BIR, and it was no secret he'd tried to sell the property many times, which would leave us without a home. It was a huge relief when Jed and Kristi Copham bought the track. We had an owner who was a racer himself and understood our need for adrenaline!  

Jed's purchase of the track coincided with a dark time for the CRA. We were coming off 2 miserable and seriously unprofitable seasons. The club had a 6-figure deficit. BIR contracts required a 50% down payment prior to each event, with the balance due at the end of each race weekend.  Simply put, we didn't have the money...we were racing weekend to weekend.  Jed allowed us to pay our entire invoice at the end of each race weekend. Without his generosity, the CRA wouldn't exist. 

Not long after Jed bought BIR, he designed and added the Competition Course. Jed wasn't a motorcycle racer and understood the track was designed for cars for wall placement, run-off room, and the placement of gravel traps. Jed wanted his track to be safe for all racers, so he invited a few members from the CRA Board of Directors to tour the track with him. As a result, walls were pushed back, gravel traps were added, and his plans for a new Turn 2 were scrapped. 

He gave us the time we needed to get back on our feet financially, offered a new track configuration, as well as a permanent home for the foreseeable future.  Jed's sportsmanship, generosity, and character had a positive, direct impact on the CRA.

A washout of a weekend forecast led to a light turnout for the 5 hour endurance race this year. We had 10 teams participate in the on and off rain which made for some very interesting racing and switching of tires again and again and again.  This year’s 5 hour endurance race was run on the Competition Course configuration.

Thank you to our club historian, Kurt Schuschke (Shoe-ski) for this interesting information about our 5 hour endurance race!
The very first 5 hour endurance was on Sunday, 19 September 1976.  It was won by Mark Jacobs (who was at our 50 year celebration), Bernie LeBlanc and Art Davies aboard a Kawasaki KZ650, completing 123 laps.  Carl Eide (former CRA founder, worker and Lifetime Member) stated in a newsletter, info including the fact that the bike that won had been uncrated in his shop the evening prior to the race weekend and then ridden to BIR, raced and ridden back to the twin cities.

  I'm not sure if it started as a fund raiser, but it was called the National Kidney Foundation "Race for Life", where donations were given to the foundation (riders collected pledges) (Later the March of Dimes?!).  Each bike would run with its lights on during the last hour of the race to prove that it had a working electrical system.  In (at least) 1983, a Lemans start was done.  Also in 1983, nearly $11,000 was raised, even though only 50% of teams participated in pledge gathering.  When 1982 #1 plate earner and 5 Hour endurance co-winner Adrian Heironimus died in an automobile accident in May of 1983, the March of Dimes had no objections to naming the 5 hour as a memorial race for him.  In the 1983 5 hour, racer Sarah Goodin died entering the track on pit exit, becoming the first of 5 CRA racers to die on track.  Broad paint stripes were added in 1984 to mark pit entrance and exit lanes to prevent further mishaps and near misses - drive across them and you're thru racing for the weekend.  There were at least two 3 Hour endurances, and a few 4 hour endurances due to circumstances beyond control - 1986 was 3 hours and 47 minutes due to rain, wind, hail and lightning.  I'm not sure what year the benefit / donations and the "Race for Life" was discontinued.
