
President’s Report
July 2024

Wow—what an incredible July for the CRA! We 
completed two successful race weekends within a 
span of two weeks. A huge THANK YOU goes out 
to all the volunteers, racers, family, friends, and 
spectators who pulled double duty to make these 
events happen.

While Round 2 (July 5–7) saw mixed weather 
conditions, we had a solid racer turnout (107 racers, 
down from 119 at Round 2 last year) and a strong 
volunteer turnout (132, identical to Round 2 last year). 
The course was well-staffed and we had virtually no 
delays in opening the track, which is one of our goals 
for the season.  

Round 3 (July 19–21) had perfect weather and clean 
racing, including a successful and well-attended 
running of the Jed Copham Memorial Three-Hour 
Endurance Race. We knew going into the weekend 
that attendance would be a challenge given the 
tough hand we were dealt with scheduling. We 
had 99 racers (down from 116 at Round 3 last year) 
and 115 volunteers (down from 121 at Round 3 last 
year). Unfortunately, corner-worker shortages led to 
significant delays in opening the track. Thanks to the 
selflessness of our club members (and some incentive 
programs approved by the Board and Stewards), we 
were able to move quickly to fully staff our corners 
and safely complete a full event.



There are many things to be excited about--not least 
the 25 New Racer School graduates this year. But 
while we continue to host fantastic, well-run events 
filled with clean, competitive, affordable racing, we 
still need help to improve our racer and volunteer 
attendance numbers. The Board, the Stewards, 
and the Committees are working hard and thinking 
creatively to grow the club and reverse these trends. 
But we need your help: volunteer, work a corner, 
bring a friend, attend a committee meeting. Don’t 
be afraid to share your ideas for ways to improve. 
The best way to do this is by joining one of our 
committees: Marketing, Volunteer, Racer, Finance, 
Infrastructure, or Race Day Operations. E-mail us at 
info@cra-mn.com to sign up or for more information.

One of the highlights of the month for me was seeing 
a CRA member propose to his now-fiancée at the 
Worker Awards event during the race weekend. It 
reminded me what a special group we have—how 
much this club means to everyone and the fact that it 
is as much a big family as it is a racing club.

In addition to the worker bonus points incentive that 
has been in place for several years, we are now offering 
an incentive for racers who refer volunteers! The 
requirements of the new volunteer are the same as the 
requirements through the worker bonus points program 
(see below). For the racer incentive, the referring racer 
will receive a $25 coupon code valid for CRA events!

Recruitment bonus points/coupon requirements:
1. The “new” volunteer must have never volunteered with

the CRA previously.
2. The “new” volunteer must fill out a membership

application on that first weekend they volunteer, and
have it on file with the membership director.

3. The “new” volunteer must list the “referring” volunteer
or racer on their membership application.

4. The “referring” racer/volunteer must also have already
or will need to fill out a membership application, and
have it on file with the membership director.

5. The new volunteer needs to earn 3 worker points
• 1 point is earned for each half day worked

6. The recruiting worker will then receive 10 bonus points
- or - the recruiting racer will receive a $25 coupon code
valid for CRA events; and the new volunteer will receive
5 bonus points.

Volunteer Points

What are they, Who gets them,
What are they good for?

What are volunteer worker points?
Volunteer worker points are how the CRA recognizes a 

volunteer’s commitment to the club and awards CRA swag at certain 
point levels.  Volunteer points are also used to track active volunteers, 
how often they volunteer, and their volunteer specialties.

The club uses this information for a few different purposes.
• Creating the volunteer gate list for each race weekend
• Ensure we have a large volunteer base to staff the race weekends
• Identify specialties that may require additional volunteers

Who earns volunteer worker points?
Volunteer points are awarded to CRA members who provide 

their time and effort to support the club.  There are 3 general ways to 
earn points.

• Volunteer during a race weekend
• Volunteer for special events and club positions
• Volunteer referral program



*A volunteer can only earn a maximum of 2 points per day regardless of 
specialties worked/time committed.

ie. A full day of corner working and air fence tear down only earns 2 points

Earning points during a race weekend
Volunteers can earn up to 7 points per a race weekend, 1 

on Thursday, and 1 or 2 points each on Friday, Saturday, and 
Sunday depending on the specialty and amount of time 
volunteered. 

Earning points for special events/club positions**

Points can be earned by volunteering during special events 
where the CRA has a vendor booth such as the Donnie Smith Bike 
Show, Flood Run, MotoAmerica, Forgotten Star Brewing Motorcyle 
night host by The Litas.  In many cases these events pay double 
points. 

Certain club positions also earn additional volunteer points 
because the time/effort committed outside of the race weekends.  
These positions include the Board of Directors, Newsletter Editor, 
and Race Stewards. 
**Lists are not all inclusive. 

Volunteer Referral Program
Refer a new worker to the CRA and earn 10 points for 

yourself, and 5 points for the new worker.  To earn the referral 
points the new worker needs to earn 3 volunteer points AND 
complete their CRA membership on Motorsportreg.com.  Once the 
criteria has been met, please email Workerliaison@CRA-MN.com 
to claim your bonus points.
